ORDER REVOKING CERTIFICATE

WestAir Commuter Airlines, Inc. d/b/a United Express holds a certificate of public convenience
and necessity authorizing it to engage in interstate scheduled air transportation of persons,
property, and mail, in accordance with section 41102 of Title 49 of the United States Code (“the
Statute”), as issued by Order 88-8-61 on August 26, 1988.

On May 31, 1998, WestAir ceased operations under its certificate authority.  As a result, we
wrote to the carrier and advised it that, in view of the cessation of operations, its certificate
authority was suspended under the provisions of section 204.7 of our rules until either its fitness
could be redetermined or one year had elapsed, at which time its authority would be revoked
according to the dormancy provisions of that section.

On March 4, 1999, we reminded WestAir that nine months had elapsed since its certificate
authority had been suspended and that, unless it requested a redetermination of its fitness by May
31, its authority would be revoked for dormancy in accordance with section 204.7.  On March 16,
Mr. Steven Markhoff, Director of Corporate Affairs of Mesa Air Group, Inc., parent of WestAir,

informed us that there were no plans for WestAir to reinstitute air transportation operations and
that Mesa had no objection to the revocation of WestAir’s certificate authority.

Under these circumstances, we are revoking for reasons of dormancy WestAir’s certificate
authority.  This action is taken without prejudice to the company’s reapplying for certificate
authority in the future.

ACCORDINGLY, acting under authority assigned by the Department in its Regulations, 14 CFR
385.12(b)(1):

1. We revoke the certificate of public convenience and necessity issued to WestAir
Commuter Airlines, Inc. d/b/a United Express by Order 88-8-61 on August 26, 1988, authorizing
it to engage in interstate scheduled air transportation of persons, property, and mail.

2. We will serve a copy of this order on the persons listed in Attachment A.

Persons entitled to petition the Department for review of this order, under 14 CFR 385.30, may
file their petitions within 10 days of the date of service of this order.

This order shall be effective and become the final action of the Department of Transportation
upon expiration of the above period unless, within such period, a petition for review is filed or the
Department gives notice that it will review this order on its own motion.
