SUMMARY: The Department is proposing
to amend its rule governing the amount to
which certain U.S. air carriers may limit their
liability to passengers for lost, damaged, and
delayed baggage in interstate and overseas air
transportation.  This action continues the
proceeding initiated by a petition from Public
Citizen and Aviation Consumer Action Project
to increase the minimum domestic baggage
liability limit.
